Terrain :  A small market town with cobbled market "square" and many small alleys leading to the back streets; 
 parkland and school campus; some scrubby woodland; newer housing areas with crescents, cul de sacs and 
 snickets. Plenty of places for after-race refreshment.

Times:   Registration 10.30am – 12.00noon with starts from 11.00-12.30hrs.  U16 starts race 1 from 11.00 – 12.00hrs 
and race 2 from 12.30 – 1.00pm

Parking :  on forest roads.  Entrance at GR SE497805 which is on the Bagby to Kilburn road. The nearest post code is   
 YO7 2AW.  £1.00 per vehicle parking charge. 

Terrain:  The planner's favourite training area; intricate in places, steep and very rocky BUT he has planned the courses 
so that Black (9km with 450m climb) and Brown are very tough.  Short Brown and Blue are pretty tough, while 
the other courses contour charmingly through runnable intricate terrain (Very Short Green 2.5km with 95m 
climb). 

Map:   1:10000 based on previous survey with updates in 2012 by Steve Whitehead and Dennis Hooton 

Times: Start times from 10.30 to 12.30.
